FORMATTING REQUIREMENTS:
As always, submissions will be included in the record according to the discretion of the Committee. The Committee will not alter the content of your submission, but they reserve the right to format it according to their guidelines. Any submission provided to the Committee by a Person and any supplementary materials submitted for the printed record, and any written comments in response to a request for written comments must conform to the guidelines listed below. Any submission or supplementary item not in compliance with these guidelines will not be printed, but will be maintained in the Committee files for review and use by the Committee.

1.   All submissions and supplementary materials must be provided in Word or WordPerfect format and MUST NOT exceed a total of 20 pages, including attachments. Submitters are advised that the Committee uses electronic submissions for printing the official record.

2.  Copies of whole documents submitted as exhibit material will not be accepted for printing.  Instead, exhibit material should be referenced and quoted or paraphrased.  All exhibit material not meeting these specifications will be maintained in the Committee files for review and use by the Committee.

3.  All submissions must include a list of all clients, persons, and/or organizations on whose behalf the Person is writing.  A supplemental sheet must accompany each submission listing the name, company, address, telephone and fax numbers of each listed entity.

Above are the requirements of Congress. Below is the format that it should be put into. 
IRAC = is a legal way of writing a brief of a whole case. 

1. Issue: State what issues you believe are wrong in this case.
2. Rational: state what legal reasoning you are applying. (Not just a Constitutional violation) state specifically what constitutional violations and how they apply or should. Remember you are taking this to the Federal Government it has to be a Federal issue not a state issue.  (Hint; the funding streams and how they are causing harm)  
3. Argument: as to how it was wrong, here is where you get to Give your opinion of how you perceive the system and how you believe and understand it is supposed to work. 

4. Conclusion: of the above. Write a conclusion of the above is a short story. This is the part that is real important. (They might actually read this part) Make it flow.  

*Do not forget to put your information and the State, Case #, and your contact information in the upper left hand corner or on top center. Make it neat and don’t forget to double space all print.
